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FACULTIES OF THE UNIVERSITY OF TEHRAN. The University of Tehran was
founded in 1313 $./1934 from four pre-existing schools (madrasas) which were
renamed as faculties (daneskada): the Faculty of Medicine (DaneSkada-ye
pezeski), the Faculty of Law and Political Science (DaneSkada-ye hoquq o
‘olam-e s1asi), the Faculty of Letters (DaneSkada-ye adabiyat), and the Faculty
of Sciences (DaneSkada-ye ‘olim). Two new faculties were also created, the
Faculty of of Engineering (Daneskada-ye fanni) and the Faculty of Islamic
Studies (Daneskada-ye ma‘qal o manqul, later Elahiyat). From the 1940s to the
1970s the following eleven faculties were added to the above divisions: In
1940, the Faculty of Fine Arts was founded as Honarkada-ye honarha-ye ziba;
it was renamed DaneSkada-ye honarha-ye ziba in 1949. In 1945, the School of
Veterinary Medicine (Madrasa-ye dam-pezeSki) was incorporated into the
university and formed the Faculty of Veterinary Medicine (DaneSkada-ye dam-
peze3Ki; see DAM-PEZESKI ii). In 1946, the Faculty of Agriculture (Daneskada-
ye keSavarzi) was incorporated into the University. In 1956, the Departments
of Dentistry and Pharmacy of the Faculty of Medicine became independent
and formed the Faculty of Dentistry (DaneSkada-ye dandan-pezeski) and the
Faculty of Pharmacy (DaneSkada-ye daru-sazi). In 1964, the Faculty of
Education (DaneSkada-ye ‘olim-e tarbiatl) and Faculty of Administration
(DaneSkada-ye ‘olum-e edari) were formed. In 1966, the Faculty of Health
(Daneskada-ye behdast) and Faculty of Forestry (DaneSkada-ye jangal-dari)
were established; in 1967, the Faculty of Economics (DaneSkada-ye eqtesad)
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was founded; and in 1973 the Faculty of Social Sciences and Cooperative
Studies (Daneskada-ye ‘olim-e ejtema’T wa ta‘awon) was formed.

This article will deal with the faculties of Agriculture, Fine Arts, Law and
Political Science, Letters and Humanities, and Medicine, which are among the
oldest and most important secular institutions of higher education in Persia.
Other faculties of the University of Tehran and main faculties of other major
universities will be treated under individual UNIVERSITIES.
